Empire State Building incident  
   On Saturday, 28 July 1945, at 0940 (while flying in thick 

fog), a USAAF B-25D crashed into the north side of the Em-

pire State Building, hitting between the 79th and 80th floor. 

Fourteen people were killed ð 11 in the building, along with 

Colonel William Smith and the other two occupants of the 

bomber. Betty Lou Oliver, an elevator attendant, survived the 

impact and a subsequent uncontrolled descent with the eleva-

tor. It was partly because of this incident that towers 1 and 2 of 

the World Trade Center were designed to withstand the impact 

of a Boeing 707 aircraft. 

Only two people signed 

the Declaration of Inde-

pendence on July 4th, 

John Hancock and 

Charles Thomson. Most 

of the rest signed on Au-

gust 2, but the last signa-

ture wasn't added until 5 

years later.

Veterans Dependents Educational  
Assistance  

   The dependent child, spouse or unmarried sur-

viving spouses of a service connected disabled or 

deceased veteran may be entitled to tuition and fee 

waiver benefits at any campus of the California 

State University system, University of California 

or a California Community College. 

   To be eligible, students must: 

¶ Have a parent who is a disabled veteran (0% or 

more disabled); or 

¶ Have a spouse who is service-connected (S/C) 

deceased or rated 100% S/C disabled. 

¶ Be a child earning less than $11,161 per year 

(studentôs income, not parentsô). Note: there is 

no income limit for a spouse or children of S/C 

deceased or 100% S/C veterans. 

¶ Attend a California Community College, Cali-

fornia State University, or a University of Cali-

fornia school. 

¶ Provide proof of the student's relationship to 

the veteran such as a copy of a birth or mar-

riage certificate. 

   To obtain complete eligibility requirements and 

assistance in applying for these valuable benefits, 

please contact your local County Veterans Service 

Office or your school's veterans office. You may 

also contact CDVA at (916) 503-8397.
